On the day of Epiphany, January 6, the 

church celebrates the revelation of Christ 
to all nations as represented by the magi 

(the wise men) who come to worship

¶ Stars are a traditional symbol of the festival of Epiphany. Make 

stars to decorate above the crèche. Bake star cookies. Use 

the opportunity to talk about how we seek Christ in the world. 

¶ Encourage all family members, even the youngest and the 

oldest, to use the gifts God has given them in service that re-

veals the light of Christ in the world. 

¶ Since the end of the Middle Ages, families and communities 

have gathered at the main entrances of homes and dwelling 

places for a blessing on the Day of Epiphany with readings, 

prayers and by inscribing the door lintel with the year and the 

letters, C, M, and B (20 + C + M + B + 08). The letters 

represent the names of the magi whose visit to the child Jesus 

is recalled on the festival of the Epiphany of our Lord. Church 

tradition since the seventh century names the magi Caspar, 

Melchior and Balthazar even though the narrative of Matthew 

chapter 2 does not dictate the number of magi or their names. 

This yearly ritual reminds the inhabitants of a home that their 

lives reflect the light of Christ and seeks the revelation of the 

blessing of God in their lives.
